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METHODOLOGY

On behalf of The James Madison Institute, Robert Blizzard and
Neil Newhouse of Public Opinion Strategies completed a
statewide survey of 600 registered voters in Florida via online
sample. The survey was conducted August 29 to September 1,
2022 and has a credibility interval of +4.56%.
